- club identification and team letter  * 
 
- 2 compasses     * 
 
- 2 ground sheets (one 8’ x 10’ & one 8’ x 13’) * 
 
- I blanket      * 
 
- complete First Aid Kit containing   
 
     - Gauze   * 
     - Sterile pads           
     - antibacterial cream 
     - tweezers 
     - scissors 
     - adhesive bandages 
     - tape 
     - triangular bandage 
     - first aid instruction booklet 
 
- shovel or spade     * 
 
- hatchet or axe (sheathed or wrapped in blanket) * 
 
- 7 lashing ropes (6 that are 4 meters long & 1 that is 5 meters long) 
 
- matches and striking surface, 
 
- wood for fire( kindling, tinder, fuel) NOTE: No treated wood allowed 
 
The last station of the course is Sled Judging where the cadets and their sleds/backpacks  
will be judged. All items with an (*) are expected to be still on the sled when arriving  at this station. ( 
the rest will have been all or partially used up)  

Before reaching this station, sleds/backpacks should he cleaned up. 

Remind the boys to hold their enthusiasm until this station has been completed. 
In the event of a lack of snow, clubs will be notified as late as the evening before 
Snow Derby that teams most use backpacks in place of sleds to carry gear on the 
Snow Derby course.  As with sleds, backpacks must be marked with club name and 
numbers and team letter.  All gear required on sled would then be carried by backpack. 
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
